Hong Kong residents must hold a valid passport that remains valid 6 months from the start of the 2022 Summer
Program. In order to facilitate visa applications, we strongly encourage passports to be obtained by March 2022.

• Applications are considered on a rolling basis; we strongly encourage you to submit your application earlier.

• Your students are English language learners, with varying levels and abilities. They also have had little 

opportunity to practice speaking English. 
• Summerbridge helps students learn English and build their confidence in speaking English. Therefore, you 

and your students must speak in English at all times. Your class must be taught entirely in English and you 
cannot speak or write in Chinese, even if they do not understand a word, definition, or concept. You will need 
to think of creative and alternative ways to explain things. 

• You should choose a subject that you enjoy and feel comfortable teaching. The subject should promote 
interactive activities, hands-on projects, and English language development. It can be a subject you learned 
in school or elsewhere. Remember, you only have five weeks, so consider a specific subject. Also, think about 
the relevance of your subject to students in Hong Kong. 

• Here are some examples of past courses: Entrepreneurship, Aviation, Drama, Comic Book Making, World 
Cultures, Astronomy, City Building, Economics, and Debate.
